14 RECOMENDACIONES

Este estudio sirve como insumo a la gestibn del programa de Sistemas de
Informacién y Documentacion, ya que muestra las tendencias investigativas en las
que mas se estd produciendo informacion dentro de la temética, ademas, este
estudio es un primer paso para que se continlen desarrollando estudios métricos
dentro del programa para medir diferentes variables que pueden servir para la

gestion y toma de decisiones.

Ademas de estos los estudios métricos son una metodologia de investigacion
propia de la bibliotecologia y la ciencia de la informacion asi que vale la pena su
desarrollo y consolidacion ya que esto hace que la ciencia de la informacion y
todas sus areas afines sean consideradas como una ciencia y tome valor dentro

del conocimiento de las ciencias sociales.

De acuerdo a lo anterior y a partir de los objetivos planteados en este estudio se
proponen algunas alternativas a tener en cuenta por parte del Programa de

Sistemas de Informacion y Documentacion de la Universidad de la Salle:

e Este tipo de estudios deben ser aplicados de manera regular dentro del
programa para estar actualizados con relacion a las tendencias
investigativas de la teméatica para la toma de decisiones y la gestion dentro
del programa.

e Los estudios métricos de la informacion en una esta linea de investigacion
de gran potencial para producir conocimiento, Su fortalecimiento dentro del
programa de sistemas de informacion y Documentacion daria buenos frutos
en cuanto a reconocimiento, prestigio y difusion internacional.

e Las tendencias investigativas de mayor influencia o productividad para
trabajar proyectos relacionados con ellas y darle de esta forma mayor
visibilidad al programa son: los estudios métricos de la informacién, las
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tecnologias de la informacion y la gestion y administracion de bibliotecas de
acuerdo a los resultados de la muestra evaluada.

Se sugiere que los docentes del programa incluyan las revistas de mayor
factor de impacto y productividad tales como: revista Scientometrics,
Journal of the American Society for Information Science and Technology, ,
Mis Quarterly, Journal of Infometric, ElI Profesional de la Informacion,
Revista Espafiola de Documentacion y las revistas brasileras Informacao
sociedade estudos y Perspectivas em Ciencia da Informacao.

De igual manera se sugiere que los docentes del programa publique en las
revistas mas productivas y citadas El Profesional de la Informacion, Revista
Espafiola de Documentacion y las revistas brasileras Informacao y
Perspectivas em Ciencia da Informacao e Informacao sociedade estudos.
De acuerdo a la muestra evaluada las universidades con las cuales se
sugiere realizar convenios de investigacion y de intercambio son: la
universidad de Fed Minas Gerais, la Universidad de Paraiba de Brasily
Universidad de Sao Paulo de Brasil, dentro de las Universidades
Espafiolas la Universidad de Granada.

Segun la muestra analizada el portugués podria ser tomado como segunda
lengua extranjera dentro del programa, ya que este idioma aparece como el
segundo idioma en el que mas se produce literatura cientifica dentro del
area de ciencia de la informacion.

Los autores e instituciones para la realizacion de proyectos conjuntos de
investigacion son sin duda las brasileras y las espafiolas.

Se sugiere enfatizar la investigacion en los estudios métricos de la
informacion como disciplina emergente dentro de la ciencia de la

informacion.
